As many of you know, this study guide is helping Catholics--single and married, in 25 U.S. dioceses and seven other countries--embrace the Church’s rich understanding of human life and sexuality.  Ordinary people with no background in theology and philosophy have followed this step-by-step guide that enables them to adopt John Paul II’s teachings for their lives in the home, the workplace, and the culture.

During the past six years, the study guide has been promoted by the Washington, D.C., chapter of Women Affirming Life.  Beginning with a handful of study groups, we now organize large-scale facilitator training and retreats throughout the country. We are applying for tax exempt status in the U.S. and will continue to maintain our Washington, D.C., office that coordinates communication among groups, guides the facilitator training, prepares translations, and monitors the correct use of the study guide.


We wish to express our gratitude to Women Affirming Life for their early assistance and we are grateful to Our Sunday Visitor Foundation for their help in supporting our efforts.   We are especially grateful to the hundreds of individuals whose sacrificial offerings have kept us going.  Our most pressing need is to find additional sources of income that will help us respond to the growing demand for the formation of study groups, not only for adults, but for college students and teens. We are excited to continue this essential work of evangelization through Imago Dei, Inc., at a time when cultural hostility to the Catholic position on sexuality, marriage, and family remains intense. We will look for helping hands as we go forward so that the Theology of the Body will move from the periphery to the center of Catholic religious formation.
